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2 INTRODUCTION

Telexy SymNAS 1.00 for aS60 (3™ & 5" edition s) allows S60 phone to appear as a standard NAS
device . So it can then wirelessly connect to any computer network ( Windows , Mac OS, Linux,
UNIX). Once installed and easily configured, such NAS device can immediately connect to a

network where you have access permissions. Then it can be accessed from any computer on this
network without  additional software installation or configuration on the computer .

Main benefits of Telexy NAS:
1. There is no need to use any wires;

2. There is no need for complementary software or driver installation on network servers or a
computer.

3. Hi-Speed wireless secure direct access from a network computer to phone files
4. The connected phone is fully functional (receive incoming calls, use other applications, etc.):

5. Files on the phone can be accessed not just from one, but multiple computers.

It is expected that ~ SymNAS 1.00 will work normally , in general, with  any S60 3™ or 5™ edition
devices with WLAN , 3G or WIMAX support .

2.2 POSSIBLE CHARGES

Connection to and use of the Internet from your cell phone is typically not free. Whether or not you
will be charged for using SymNAS 1.00 (namely, for use of Internet via a Data bearer) can be
determined from your local service provider.

3 INSTALLATION AND PRE PARATION

The SymNAS 1.00 is supplied as a single Symbian OS Installation System (SIS) file. It must be
transferred to the pho ne via any version of = SymSync, or through USB cable, memory card,

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Bluetooth or downloaded from  telexy.com website directly to you phone. Once transferred, the
standard installation process can be applied.

3.1 PRE-REQUISITES

Before installing, ensure that the p hone supports any Data bearer (WLAN or 3G is most
recommended). Make sure that you are in the range of a bearer through which you are going to
connect to Internet (for example WLAN router).

3.2 TRIAL AND REGISTRATI ON

Telexy Networks offers its products through the following practice. Every product can be used in

two stages:

- Trial version is free to download and use. This version is fully functional; however it works

only for a limited period of time, starting on the date of installation. The tryout period is long

enough to under stand whether this product suit s your needs or not. Thus, by the expiration date
you can decide if you are ready to purchase the product.

- Final version of a product is fully functional and time - unlimited. First - a personalized
lice nse needs to be purchased on the Telexy website . Then it should be registered on your phone

(see section 5.2 ). These actions legitimize the final version of the product on your device. There is
no need to download anything else. Once the license is provided, the trial version becomes fully

operational.

Thus, after the first installation the applicatio n always finds itself in the trial version state.

4.2.3.3.1 Automatic and manual operations

As long as at least one phone 6 shared location exists (see 4.2.4 for more details) it makes sense

for anybody to access the phone from a network computer. But to allow this, the phone should be
plugged into the network using the correspondin g Network Jack.

If you have for this network a suitable Network Jack with a valid auto -connect feature then you
phone will be plugged in automatically. If the Network Jack has no any auto -connect mark, then it

should be plugged in  manually using the i P | u gabmmand.
